The Gobozap has an auto-ranging power supply, and it can work with an input voltage range of 100 to 240
VAC, 50/60 Hz. To determine the product’s power requirements (circuit breaker, power outlet, and wiring),
use the current value listed on the label affixed to the product’s back panel, or refer to the product’s
specifications chart. The listed current rating indicates the product’s average current draw under normal
conditions.

The Master/Slave mode allows a single Gobozap product (the “master”) to control the actions of one or
more Gobozap products (the “slaves”) without the need of a DMX controller or DMX cables. The master
(transmitter) product will be set to operate in either Standalone mode or with the IRC-6, while the slave
(receiver) products will be set to operate in Slave mode. Once set and connected, the slave products will
operate in unison with the master product.
